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Social Venture Partners (SVP) Cincinnati chooses Whole Again International as its newest investee 

As part of its focus of Transforming Children and Youth at Risk, SVP Cincinnati selected Whole Again International as the next recipient of SVP’s investment

CINCINNATI, OH – Social Venture Partners (SVP) Cincinnati selected Whole Again International (WAI) as its newest investee, and beginning in 2011, will offer financial support in addition to business expertise to help WAI grow as a sustainable source of positive change in Cincinnati. WAI provides a program to feed and tutor children in the summer, when the free or reduced school meals upon which they depend are no longer available. SVP’s Investment Committee selected WAI out of three finalist nonprofits.   
“The task of the Investment Committee was a difficult one,” said SVP’s Investment Committee Chair, Wijdan Jreisat. “Each of the three finalists were worthy candidates that tugged at our heartstrings and fired our imaginations. But we are so excited for the amazing opportunity to transform the lives of the children served by Whole Again International, a grassroots-driven organization that is dedicated to serving the needs of low income children in Hamilton County.”

After a selection process that began in June with over 80 local and interested nonprofits, SVP Cincinnati Partners read 42 proposals over the summer. By September, Partners had narrowed it down to six organizations, and in October, Partners made site visits to the three finalists’ organizations.
 Whole Again International will receive $15,000 over the next year, as well as intellectual capital of a team of SVP Partners, who will work with WAI to help draft business plans, marketing strategies, and more. 
“I have great expectations that this partnership will propel our organization to a higher level of excellent service for the children of our community,” said Pastor Gregory Chandler, founder of Whole Again International. “All we have been looking for in order to grow is contained in the collective expertise of the partners of SVP. I am confident that this is the beginning of a partnership that will pay big dividends for many years to come.”
 SVP Partners will officially begin work with Whole Again International in January.
